FOR “GROUND-TRUTHING” THE EFFECTIVENESS OF WATER QUALITY CONTROL STRUCTURES AND/OR LAND APPLICATION WASTEWATER

TREATMENT SYSTEMS IN THE BARTON SPRINGS ZONE

The Save Barton Creek Association (“SBCA”) solicits proposals for achieving the following objective, in the interest of preserving the water quality of Barton Springs and the Barton Springs Aquifer that recharges it.

Proposals should be in writing, no more than 3 pages in length, and delivered to the Chairman of the SBCA Finance Committee, Jon Beall, jonbeall1@gmail.com, and the SBCA President, Jackie Goodman, jkmgoodman@aol.com.  The deadline for submitting proposals is January 15, 2012.  Applicants may also be asked to meet in person with the SBCA board of directors.  
OBJECTIVE: To independently and objectively verify the effectiveness by their own criteria in actual operation of 

(1) a broad sample of existing water quality control structures in the Barton Springs Zone of all currently used designs, and/or

(2) a broad sample of existing land application wastewater treatment systems in the Barton Springs Zone of all currently used designs

by direct observation and measurement, as well as compilation and analysis of publicly available data, over a representative period of time including at least three (3) rainfall events of 2 inches of rain or more.

A proposal may address either or both kinds of structures described above.  Proposals should describe the intended research program for achieving the objective, the qualifications of the applicant, a quality assurance plan, and any equipment or technical assistance required.

DELIVERABLES:
A written report of findings and conclusions, accompanied by data compilations, photographs, and/or videotapes.  The report and data are to be presented to the SBCA board of directors and, upon request of the board, to elected and appointed officials of the City of Austin, City of Buda, Travis County, Hays County, the Barton Springs Edwards Aquifer Conservation District, the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality, and other governmental bodies.

TIME:
The report and data will be due by Date To Be Determined,


provided that at least the minimum number of rain events stated in the Objective have occurred
COMPENSATION:
The compensation requested by the applicant should be stated in the proposal.  Compensation should be requested as an initial payment, no more than two (2) progress payments as approved by the SBCA board of directors upon request and a progress report, and a final payment upon delivery of the final report and data to the board.
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
